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Voter Categories – Preconditions – Supporting Documents - Procedure for Submitting Application 

Α. VOTER CATEGORIES

Α.1. With residence permit issued by the appropriate office of the Greek Police, i.e., the following categories: 

· Of Greek origin 

· Spouse or widow/er, of Greek or foreign origin, of a person of Greek origin (foreign spouse from, e.g., Russia, Pakistan) 

· Political refugees  

· Under custodial care or for humanitarian reasons

· Stateless  

Α.2. With residence permit issued by the Aliens Office of the Region or by the Ministry of the Interior, i.e., the following categories citizen of third country (CTC):

· indefinite or of ten years' duration

· as long-term residence

· as a member of a Greek family or citizen of the EU, with five years' residence in Greece  (Greek with Pakistani spouse or Italian with Pakistani spouse)

· as a parent of children who are Greek citizens, with five years' residence in Greece 

· as foreign spouse of a person of Greek origin from the former USSR (Pakistani spouse of a person of Greek origin from the former USSR) 

Β. PRECONDITIONS

People of Greek origin and citizens of a third country may participate in the municipal elections of 2010, εif the following conditions are met:

1. Five years' residence in Greece

2. Two years' residence in a Municipality

3. They have completed their eighteenth (18th) year, having in mind only the year and not the full date of birth (i.e., for the coming local elections of November 2010, the preconditions concern those who were born before 31.12.1992)

4. They haven't been sentences for a crime or conviction  for which entails, as also for Greek citizens, the removal of their civil rights

C. SUPPORTING DOCUMENTS

A person of Greek origin or a citizen of a third country must come in person  to submit the application to the Local Self-Governing body (ΟΤΑ) where s/he has been living for the last two year period, at least, with the following documents:

1. Authenticated copy of valid legal residence permit (blue or pink Confirmation of Submission of Documents does not fulfil the requirements) 

2. Authenticated copy of current valid Passport (unless stated as exempt in the bulletin)

3. Certificate of police record for Judicial Purposes

4. Confirmation of permanent residence from the local Municipality.  Required only for people of Greek origin (permits issuesDby the appropriate offices of the Police). 

For citizens of a third country (CTC), however, the certification of two years' continual residence, can take place using the Information System, at any time, in the Municipality of the area, based on criteria proving two years continual residence. 

If some CTC has moved to another Municipality from the one where he submitted the application for granting of his current residence permit, he can submit a relevant written application to the electoral roll of the Municipality to which he has moved and where he has lived for the last two (2) years from the day of informing of the move to the appropriate alien's office of the local Region.  

· Not bringing a police record does not mean that the application is lacking. It will be requested automatically from the Office of the Municipality (from the Ministry of Justice for those born outside Greece or from the appropriate Public Prosecutor for the place of birth).

D. PROCEDURE FOR SUBMITTING APPLICATIONS FOR PEOPLE OF GREEK ORIGING AND FOR CTC.

The individual concerned can prepare his/her application to bring to the local self-governing body (OTA)  where he/she has been living for   the last two year period, at least, with the required documents. For this purpose:

One requests in the Information System one's data and adds the rest obligatorally in order to complete the application form.  When the application form is completed successfully, it is printed and brought to the local self-governing body, with his/her other required documents (for more information see GUIDLINES for COMPLETING the APPLICATION FORM). 

· In cases where there is no record in the Information System which meets the criteria requested, then the person concerned does not fulfil the conditions of the Law (five years' residence in Greece, type of residence permit, etc.), and he/she should ask for the reason why his/her name does not appear, from his folder in the appropriate office which issued his/her residence permit.

· In cases where the permit or passport have expired before the date of the Elections, a warning message will appear, so that the foreigner is notified that, if he/she doesn't take the necessary action to renew or have reissued the permit or the passport, he/she will not be permitted to vote. 
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
